Dear Parent/Carer 
 
This year, World Book Day is taking place on Thursday 4 March 2021 and we will still be 
celebrating the day with a range of activities for the children to enjoy.  We will be encouraging 
children to dress up for the day if they would like to and each class will also have a live story 
telling session with their teacher to enjoy together.  
 
Parents and children will still be able to access World Book Day tokens, which will be issued 
digitally this year.

Your child’s teacher will be putting the class plan and resources for the day on the school 
website in the year group area and onto Teams by Tuesday 2 March 2021.

If your child would like to dress up as any book character, or wear a book themed t-shirt, then 
we would love to see pictures of them.  You can send your pictures to your child’s class 
teacher or to Mrs Parr via email: gillian.parr@appletonacademy.co.uk.  We will put together a 
montage of all the pictures we receive, there will be prizes for each key stage.  
  
Your child can also enter our book review competition.  Children need to read a book of their 
choice and write a mini review.  Again, there will be prizes for each key stage.  Entries can be 
emailed to your class teacher or Mrs Parr.  
 
We would love to see children design their own reading corner.  It could be anywhere, using 
any props you may have around the house.  You could take a picture of your child reading in 
their favourite space and send it to Mrs Parr.  Again, there will be prizes for each key stage.
