Dear Parent/Carer

As we continue to move out of the government restrictions that have been imposed due to Covid-19, the Academy has been considering the start and end of day timings for pupils from September 2021.

By following this link (link), you will find a document on our website which sets out the proposed new timings for the school day for both Primary and Secondary pupils, which we have been discussing with the Appleton Academy Local Governing Body.  
The intention in making these changes is to extend the school day back to something closer to what it was before the temporary timetables were issued in response to Covid-19.  The new timings are similar to those that were in place before the first national lockdown in March 2020.  There will be no changes to the Primary timings that were in place pre-March 2020, but there is a change to make the start of the Secondary day slightly earlier.
In addition to this, the proposed new school day will mean that there is uniformity to the start and end of day timings, as well as more closely aligning Primary with Secondary.  We will also be reintroducing clubs and activities to coincide with these changes, particularly Breakfast Club for eligible Primary pupils, and we will provide parents with more details in the very near future.

Once this consultation period has ended and the Academy has made a final decision on the new timings of the school day to commence from September 2021, we will contact parents again to confirm these.
